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MARIST BROTHERS' SCHOOL,
_ ROLL OF nmlm:rn UNVEILED.

There was_a large attendance
at the Marist rs’ Bebool, Port
Adeclaide, on Sunday afternoon, when
a 10ll of henour combeining 154 names
of old scholars who bave enlisted for
the front was nunvelled by his Grace
the Arclrbishop in the school ground,
where a platform ltad been erected.

The roll of honour was deslgned by
Mr., Chria. McLenman [n  walout
oolour. The woodwork was supplied
by  Messrs. Walter & Morris. The
top portlon of the roll was carved and
ornamented, and Inscrlbed with the
warda “I'or God and Kipg. Bervo
Bemper. Marist Brothers' Old Schol-
ars, I'ort Adelalde. Roll of Honoup."
On the roll are 154 names of soldiers,
of whom 28 lmve made the supreme
sacrifice. 'The lower portéon of the roll
1s divided by a ¢ornfee and colummed
off by three heavy pillars. The names
and wording of the title were carrled
out lu richly gilled letterlng. The

J. Bweeney) occupied the chair, and
among those present were his Grace
the Archbishop, Yery Rev. DIrior
Power, and Rey, Fathers Ronayne
nmd MceCaffrey, 0.C.(¢4, Rev. J. Han-
raban (Semaphore), Rev, Bros. Dwoyle
(Principal), and Keuny, of the C.B.C.

The Mayor Lriefly Iut'mﬂ-nml the
Archblshop and apologlaed for the ab-
sence of Mr. Jelley, M.L.C'., and Mrs,
Swveeney, who was il

The Archblyhop then unvelled anvid
cliceors the roll of honour, which was
srrounded by the allied flags, the
hoys amd people singing the National
Apthem.

Hia Grace, bhefore opening hle ad-
dress, expressed the sympathy of the
Cathollc people for Mrs. Bweeney in
her lllness and their wishes for her
apeedy recovery. He sall a  great
many things occupied the publle mrind
at preseut, many of local Interest and
some nltogether outslde the Comymon-
wenlth. Here at home for a long time
nast there e hwn r.llm.-uuslnn among
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past there bavd been dizcussion among
the farmera concerning  the  wheat
ool and the Murray floods: nnd more
recently they had the dremdfu] floods
at Lismore, N.&.W. All these were
more or less mnatlers of public  dis-
tussion, about whiel there were Oif-
ferences of oplnlon., The spllit In the
Linbonr DMarty, amd the prolongation
of the iife of the present Parllament,
and the orgaunle union between two
parties and Scripture lessons In State
schools were nlso matters of public
disciasion. These subjects’ and many
more had led to dlseussion and differ-
ences of opinfon, and they all had two
gldes to them, Bat the matter that
brought them together that day was
one jn which there was no division
and no dlfference of opinion. All
people, no matter what thelr polltics

_or cread, would come together to such

A celebration as that In which they
were toking part that afternoon: for
nn act of that kind was one of respect,
love, and affectlon for the men who
lad left their homes freely and vol-
nntarily to fight for thelr country.
They had been and were. stili giving
their best for the safety of those who
remuined belilpd and for the success
of the British Empire. (Applauge.)
Thin was the third roll of lonour re-
conlly unvelled at Catliolie seliools.
That of the Christlan Brothers' Col-
lege was the first and another at the
sacred Heart College, Glenelg, fol-
fowed. Now they hagd thls roll with
134 namez from a by no means large
sehiool. They were unanimous in the
opinion that the Catholie people of
South Ansiralin had boen and wero
still doing their duly ns far as send-
ing boys 1o the front was enncerned,
(Apptanse) Ile ((he Archbishop) "had
eaid at Glenelg, in the presence of the
Governor, that bebween the O.B.C. and
S.H.C. nearly 800 old scholars  lind
been sent to the front, amd hiz Ex-
cellency had remayked that that was
n marvellons achievement. The re-
corl of the Part Adekaide Scehool, If
It did not surpass, came Into close
competition with these. The Chris-
tlan Drothers' College had a  large
number of old boys, and the Bacred
Heart College, If not ao large, had still
a krge number. But the avernge at
tendance .ot the Marist RBrothers'
School, Tort Adelalde, was only 00,
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Behool, Tort Adelalde, was ounly 00,
and a roll of 154 nnmes was sometbing
to be prowd of, (Applause) It was
not necessnry for him to point out
Iow nobly familles in the district had
done thelr duty, The Commissioner
of Rallways (Mr. MeGuire) had rent

Iaide. All the boys whose names
were on the rajl were from the dis-
trict and some had given Lheir lives.
They had done what they cousidered
was the best act a man could per-
form, to give his life for his country.
The great Dominican theologlan, B
Thomas Aquinas, sald tbat next to
love of God came lve of country.
Their boys had shown thelr love of
country LY going to the front. He
eeply sympathised with the parents
nd relatives of those who had glven
thelr Hves. He was proud to be there
to-day and show honour to wiwmt they
had done, (Cheems.)

Mr. Price, M.P,, in moving A vole
of thanks to the Archbishop for per-
forming the ceremony, said he woukl
not touch on the public questions re-
ferredd to by his Grace. They were
there to ronour those who had volun-
teered to do thelr duty Jfor King amd
Iimplre, As far as Port Adelalde was
concerned he was proud of the great
vumber of men who had volunteered,
and he thought It had done ts duty
equally with nny town in the State,
{Cheers.) There were many ques-
tlons confronting the people, and
within the past few duys o new ques-
tion had been ralsed. Hat as  Mr.
Hughes bad vot yet spoken, he would
not touch on conscription beyond re-

gretting that (¢ shonkl have been
ralsed In such a short space of time
and at snel a season, nfter they haod
been told that the decisjon of the
referendum would not be Iinterfered
with. (Applanse.) The roll of honour
would hand down the mames of those
who had done thelr duty, and it must
be pleasing to fathers and mothers
to see the names of thelr sons there.
Bome would never return, buc  thelr
parents would have the satisfactlon
of knowing thnt they went as free
medqt to Jdo their duty to Kiug awml
country. It was sad to bhear of one
who had lost three sons; but another
was returning wonmded, aud he hoped
he would be spared to comfort his
gorrowing mother. Hls own family
had bLeen more fortunate. Three of
lils brothers. were at the front nnd had
been wounded, amd he was [he only
pound one loft, He hoped the war
would soon be over and the Allles vie-
torions. He trusted they wounld never
again see such a conflict. The people
wolulkd, he hoped, rilse and demand
that ‘it should wuever occur agaiuw,
(Appluse.)

Dr. Morris, In gecopding the mo-
tlon, said he had the greatest pleaswre
In dolng =0 Decause rome montls ago,
while sitting bedraggled in his tent in
the sands of Egypt, he heard of the
death of the late Archbishop, and had
written the present Archbishop a let-
ter of sympathy aml of congratula-
tion on his accesaion. They were
Incky In baving his Grace as Arch-
blshop. (Appliuse.) He wnos sorry
to notice 28 names starred on the lst,
and he believed one more was to be
added. It was a dreadful thing, amd
there was unot much of a sliver lin-
lug to the war cloud at present. They
must have sufficlent men, money, and
munitions, It shoull Le an honour
to young men to see thelr nnmes go up
on the roll. (Appluse) What was
the use of the asacrifice of s0 many
agonlsed fathers and mothers If they
bed not the men to take their place?
Mr. I'riee had referred’to Mr, Hughes
ralsing the egusceription Issue agaln,
ail he could sympathise with what
he said, though hiz point of view wnas
not the same. In  his opinion  the
Trime Minister had o constitationnl
menans of getting the men he wattbed,
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menns of getting tlu- 1m=u he Wﬂ!:lh"d
and it sermed to him o pity that he qid
not take It, (Cheers) He was glad
that his Grace had malutalned the
loyalty of Catholles. The rolls
of honour at Glenelg and
thla nat Port Adelalde showed
that" the members of that faith
reablsed thelr responsibilitiecs to  the
Empire and acled up to them. (Ap-
nanse)

The Archibishop, In  acknowledging
the vote of ihanks, referred te the
thoughtfnl act of Iir. Morris ‘In &end-
ing him a letter of sympathy and con-
pratulation in such clrcomstances ns
surrounded him In his tent In Egypt.
Dr. Morris had come back from the
actoal seat of war: snd all the medi-
cal skill of the physician was not yet
able to deafen In his ears the dreadful
gound of warfare at. the frontk. He
was R man who could stand up be-
fore any body of men nnd nddylse
them to do their duty because he E‘nd
done it himsel. (Applanse.)

Prior Power, in moving 1 vote of
thanks to the Mayor, apologised for
the absence of Communder Hurford,
wlto was engaged on oficial duty, and
Dr. Bensbn, who had teken Dr. Mor-
rie' place at the front This was a
day of sad as well as joyful memories,
They were glad to think thelr bhoda
had done  thelr “duty so mobly.
They heard a2 deal about - ib:lﬂm
walking the streets. He had
taleen a - census of the boys lw Iil
parieh; but he kmew from  eertain
faeta that nearly all- whe- were fit or

When he looked roumd the eclhurch It
made him lonely to see the absence
of the young men with whom his re-
lations had been friendly and Intimate.
There were few now laft, and of
these the vast majority had good rea-

sons for remaining at home,
Cherorad TF had thoon  hla ead-* Autw
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BOUN Ier TemAINNg AL  Dome,
(Cheera.) It had been hla sad duty
to convey three timea to Mra, O'Brien
the news of the death of her sons,
and she had taken K llke a Spartan or
Homan mother. Her list son Wwas
serving In the King's navy, and would
be here In a few days to console his
mother. There was an ndded sadness
on this occaslon In the fact that It
was probably the last public funetion
at which the Mayor would preside,
He and Mrs, Sweeney hal Dbeen
staunch and unfiluchlog friends of
the Catholic body through good and
evil repute. They had hepard with re-
gret of Mr, Sweeney's retirement
from his positlon. It was not the
fault of the citizens, it was due to
hils desire for a rest. He took with
him the best wishes of the Cathelie
hody. T ‘would be* ungrateful it
his servl were not remembered.
Others had spoken falr words to them
and gone nway and forgotten; but Mr.
Hweeney was always with them, even
‘when the cause of Ireland, from
which conntry most of thelr people
came, was not popular. Mr, Sweeney
had not been ashamed to stand by

* them, and had never eneaked away or
tried to explaln his words. (Cheers.)
They wished nlso to convey thelr
deepest aymputhy to the Mayoress in
her lliness and their hope that she
would soon regaln health ind
sirength. (Applause.)

Mr. Geo. Clarke, in secondlug the
motlon, sald this fouetion was one
more iu the long lst of favours to
them: on the part of the Mayor, It
was thelr Intention to have the roll
photoed, and those wishing to pur
rhase copies could do so. He thanked
those who lLiad contributed to the cost.

The Mayor, in responding, ex-
preased his acknowledgment of the
kind words about himself and his
wife., It was true rthat Lis assocla-
tion with Roman Catholics had been
of the kindllest nature, and they had
begun early In  his life—from his
gchool days, In fact, In Australla
there should be wne distinetion of
creed sl 10 room for religious
sirife. As Mayor he bad lail down
4 chart in that vespect which his sues
cessor would be compelled to follow.
{Applause.) He did not wish to enter

cesdings closed with “God Bave il
King"
