He spoke of the large

numberof men who enlisted from Cardiff

and offered their lives in the cause of
freedom. From the commencement to

the end of the campaignthey fought with

a strong
determination

to win, and beat
the enemy, yet a kinder soldier than the
Australian could not be found. He spoke

of an incidentwhich happenedat the bat-

tle of Pozieres. The Australian

took a number of German prisoners,

amongstwhom was a well-educated Ger-
man officerwho spoke English fluently.

This officer referred to the dauntlessbra-

very of
Australian soldiers,who knew no

fear. They were fierce fighters,but yet

kind to the German wounded. In drawing

the Union Jack aside,Captain Dains un-
veiled a handsome tablet, bearing

the following inscription and names:
"Our heroes.The great war, 1914-1918."
