‘pants of the Commonwealth memo-

mals were being put up to those who
made the supreme sacrifice. It show-
ed @ fineg feeling on the part of thosc
who were doing this, and showed that
they were not forgetiul of those who
made the sacrifice. He spoke of the
critical condition in which many sol-
diers who had gone on the land were
placed, owing to the slump which had
takeyy place in prices. They could
not let them go to the wall without
giving them all the help possible. He
dongranlated them on pregting h
memorial which wouldf remain for
many generations.  The war showed
that amongst the most disciplined
troops the  Australians could hold
their own. At the close of the war
thev showed that they were better
able o stem the German advance
than any wther troopd They felt
very proud of the memonal, and they
hoped that those who came aiter them
wonldl appreciate the feclings they
lad towards them, (Applause.)
