Edwards (Mayor), Davies, R ed,

Grant, Grigg and Rowe, and Mr,
Orosble (town clerk), and Mr. IB3yer

(borough gardener), The trees had

already been planted, each being pro,

tected with a strong wooden gnared,

A small and substantial red gem post

has been placed in front of each ngard

and on these will, later on, be tixed o

brass tablet bearing the name of the

soldier to whose memory the tree was

planted, Some little distanct from

the main entrance gate, four trees

-dedicated by relatives who were

originally members of the borough

oouncil---are in position in a parallel
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line, running east and west, a few

yards separating each one, Thrse

four are in memory of those whose

names appear first on the list publlashed

below. There were also 43 trees

planted round the oval, the names of

the soldiers being indicated on

red gum posts in front of the guards,

Appropriate musical selectlons were

played daring the afternoon by the

St. Arnand and District Band.
