duty nobly and well. The number
that had left the district was execep-
tionally large when it was remem-
bered what a struggle the settlers
were having to keep np produetion
to the mark required of them by the
nation, Any reproach that conld be
hurled at any section of Auostralians
becamme at onee inapplicabls direetly
the cities were left behind. The
mwn oo the onter margin of the
productive lands of the Btate wus
dving nobly in helping to pro-
vide boya for the ‘trenches
and Ffood for the Allies generally
He asked his andience to consider
what lay phead of it, to think deeply

upon the grave problems of the

fotare, chisf of which was the
repatriation of soldiers on their
retarn,
