officially opened by Lt.-Col,

Anderson, V.C.,who, in doingso, expressed sympathy

withthe
relatives

of thosewho paidthe supreme sacrifice,

to whose memory the monument he would unveil would
remain for manyyearsas a memory to them,and a re-
minderof the sacrificemade.

Messrs.John Howse, M.H.R.,and Mr. Fred.Cahili,
M.L.A., were,due to the Federal and StateHouses being

in session,unable to be present.

There was a large gathering

at the
opening,and the

President
(Mr. F.

Gray)saidhe was
pleased

to seeso
many present to do honorto those

who had not comeback,and to
show sympathywith those who lost
loved ones.

Mr. Graywas
supported

by Cr.
G.H. Pereira(President of Weddin
Shire),

who saidit gavehim much
pleasureto be present to do honor

to the
Greenethorpe

men who paid
the supremesacrifice. He also con-
gatulatcd the committee upon erect-

ing a memorialof the kind,which

wouldbe morelikelyto be a per-
manent reminderthan the usual
monument of stone.

The Presidentof the
Greenethorpe

Branch R.S.L. (Mr. Max McColl)

said the occasionwas the second

one in a quarterof a
century,

fol-
lowing worldwars in whichthe men

of Australia had been calledupon
to fight, and the womento help.

Such
happenings

in so shorta period

servedto show that the R.S.L.

mottothe priceof liberty is eter-

nal vigilance was very much to
the point, and veryapt.He ex-
pressedsympathy, and the sym-
pathyof the branch,to all who had

lost
relatives,

to whose memorythe
hall and porch had been

construct-

ed;— he hopedthatfactwouldal-
ways be remembered.

Mr. R. B. Black,a veteran of
WorldWar I, spokeverymuchto the

pointwhen he said that what the

world wanted to-day was "memor-

ialsto men of
peace.''

It was the
second occasion, he

continued,
that

he had beenpresent at the unveil-

ing of a war memorialin Greene-

thorpe,and he did not wantto be

at another;Australia had lost
enough of her goodsons,and did
not want to lose any more.Though

some nationsstrainedtheir toler-

ance they must stillbe tolerantwith

the peoplesof other
countries;—the

Britishnationhad alwaysstoodup
for the underdog.

Mr. A. McKayalso spoke, stating

it was
unfortunate

that it took a

war to get the porchbuilton the
hall, an additionthe committee had

ben advocatingfor years.
Followingthe unveilingby Lt.-

Col. Anderson, V.C., two minutes'

silencewas observed, and the flags
whichuntilthen had been at the

half mast were raised,and the
memorialdeclaredopened.

Afternoontea to the relativesof
thosewho had lost theirliveson
service,and to the visitors, was
servedby the' ladiesof Greene-

thorpe.

The Honor Roll is made of
Queensland maple,and is similarto
the 1914-18 HonorRoll,and the two
now face each otherin the hall.

Thereare 88 nameson the Roll,

nine of lads who did not come

back.
