Great Churchman,

QOutstanding  Citizen
and Gentleman

With the passing on Thursday
Last of Mr. William Trotman Sea-
ward, of “Myala,”’ Scone, not only
the town of Scone and the Upper
Hunter, bul the BState itself lost
one of its outstanding citizens, one
who had carved fogp & & nlche
blazoned wilh oo A % #*ul-
ness, emdeavour and a replete
modicum of citizenship, whose
ramifications covered a wide feld
ihroughout his ulira-useful tife,
giving his best always for the wel-
fare of mankind and giving of it
generously and unselfishly without
thought elther of reward or self-
aggrandisement. A pious man and
indefatigable in all of his activi-
ties, he had a deep and ablding in-
terest in his church which trans-
cended the multifarfons duties he
co-ordinated in the blg task he =et
ont to perform for the well-being,
promotion and enrichment of the
realm in which he was a gem in
a constellation which reflected
complete and almost unparalleled
accomplishment, and from which
radiated benefits from which so
many participated to the full.

Short in stature and of sparse
bulld, he was withau a dynamle
force, yvet kindly. sincere. frien®y
and eompanionable, all chararcter-
isties which he personified.

A scholarly and cultured geuntie-
man, his early training for a
ground which allowed of that
happy medium, sought by many
but attained by few. to be infused
in all deliberations, more =0 when
he found it incumbent to see that
justice was balanced in the secales

and that it was dispersed in his
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and that 11 was dispersed mn his
deliberations at all times, At the
same time, it only followed that
such a keen student of problems
affecting divers undertakings und
offices in which he focused his
interests, was  al  times forthe-
right when on the offensive or in
defence, He also championed his
chilms with fucts and fipures to
substantiate them. And so in this
way, reinforced by his tireless en-
ergv. he arhieved succes= wheype
others and not excluding recognis-
ed influential public organisations,
falled. To  recapitulate these
triumphs for the betterment of the
town and district would be weli
nigh impossible, for William Trot-
man Seaward shrunk from public-
ity. such was his ynostentatiou-
demeanour. But whatl he brought
aboul in his own inimitabls way
will remain @ monument to his
endeavour for all time, and gener-
ations of the future will alsp ap-
priaise his efforts at full worth

The lite Mr. Seaward was a pil-
lar of the Presbvterian Church of
Australia for verv many veaprs
and here his voice and wise coun-
sel was often heard at the major
Assembly of the Chureh as well
15 those held annually iy the
State, representing St Andrew's
Scone- he was an Elder and also
held other offices, including thar of
tay-preacher for a long span of
vears, right to the end almost
Here also he acquitted himself
well, and hi= alwavs constrerive
and well-matured eriticisms waype
well received, acted on, and vin-
Meated his judgment

Mr Seaward was o foundation
member of the Upner Hunter
Ambulance Transport Bervice from
its incention was Chairmay for
the greater part of the lone poriod
and only when hi< health  cam-
menced to deteriornts with h
burden of vears Jdid he stand dowy,
frong the more stréenuoys  dutg-
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frong the more stréenuougs  Jdut)-
expected of him. to become Presi-

dent of the vrgamsation, of which
he was also a member of Lhe State
Bodard and a regular atlendant at
its monthly meetngs. "Lhe disurict
unit reached its peak under his
capable administration and re-
mained so. He was Scone Dis-
trict Coroner also for a long periad
of years, and in this position his
copabilities, combined wilh his
wide Kknowledge of the law and
understanding sympathy, invari-
ubly tempered mercy with justice.

It was he, and he alone, who
was responsible for having erected
in Scone the Police Court and Pol-
ice Statlon block of bulldings,
claimed as probahly the finest set-
up of its kind in the provincial
districts of the State.

Then as Secretary and subse-
guently President of the Scone
Parents and Cilizens' Associations,
he fulfillea big and worthwhile
positions with the same creditable
results, and largely through his
endeavours had much-needed im-
provements brought inte being in
the school grounds at large, with
additions to the buildings them-
selves. Here again the same
energy. enthusiasm and zeal per-
meated his every endeavour, pat-
terned as they were from his
long chain of successes for the
good of the town, welded — He
likewise carried his activities into
the fleld of sporl, where he was
President of Scone Polo Club, and
vice-President of Scone Bushmen's
Carnival and Show Assoclation,
each body benefiting from his use-
ful linking up with them.

But probably his signal record
of achievement. and one, no doubt.
unknown to many members ut the
generations unborn at the
period, wius the dour and protract-
ed," vet dignified fight he led at the
turn of this century, and which
reached consummation In later

yeiurs, was with the Works Depart-
ment to have the bhig deviations
conatructed to avoid the five cros-
sings of the Page River hetween
Seone and Gundy, with the bridge
over the same stream at Gundy the
roping-stone to his representa-
tions, erceted Mr. Seaward was
then ensconsed on hi= property.
“Miranee.”” near Gundy. and us

Agzociation, commenced and con-
tinued his long contest with the
aforesaid  department, Inrgely
single-handed to have the subiect
important work put through And
that it wis put in hand and carrie
to completion was fust another of
his many outstanding instances of
his strength of power with the
authorities of the time, And let it
he suld that all ventures, with-
ot exception. were by no means

sinacires  were made gratuitonslv
without thourht af pevsonal ro-
ward or reimbursement  in any
form.

Such was the real make-up the
{lustrious. clear-thinkink, asser-
tive and exertive Willlam Trotman
Seaward--gentleman, man's man,
and great citizen. now resting in
peace on laurels richly earned hy
dint of hard toll. He lived for the
benefit of mankind and for the
enfichment and ennoblement of
his district and countrv. of which
he wtll he remembered along the
lines of Olver Coldsmith: .

stressed Mr Seaward's church-
manship over the long perlod of
fifty wvears as an Elder of the
Presbyterian Church, which, he
said coloured the whole of his life,
Mr. SBeaward was, he said, a good
Preshvterian, withal he was a tol-
erant man, adding that he be-
lieved in the supreme sovereignty
of God and God's free grace tn
all man
