In the year 1837, at
the invitation of the late Dr. Ulathorns, who
was then Bishop of Byduey, he came bo Aus-
tralis, aud for 10 yeara he labored 1o that city
sod ite vicinity, Ten years sgo be socwm-
pspizd the late Dr. Goold, Archbishop of
Melbouree, to the then small and unimportant
settlement known aes Port Phillip, where he at
ooes entered on his clarioal duties in and aroand
what afterwards develuped into Aelbourne
aud has wipce remained hera. Ha waa very
well known both by members of hnis owa faith
and others of all decominations, by whom he
was held in the highest esteem and affection,
Heoalways manifested the deepeat interest in
all Catholic and charitable movements, buttha
preat objeot of bis life was the srection of St.
Patrick’s Cathedesl,; and it may be almost
literally said that scarcely s stone of that
magnificent pile has beem put in its place
except under his personal supervision,
vr, Fitzpa'rick, ever since the establiab-
ment ot the diocess, lias been vioar gemeral,
and after the death of tha late De Goold he
acted ae the administrator of the diccese nntil
ke sppointment of the pressnt Archbishop,
Dr, Csrr. His last sppearsoes in public was
on the coosaion of the laging of the foundstion
stope of the addition to 3t. Patrick's school,
cn which oecasion he received a most joyous
welcome from those present, His medical
sttendant, Dr. Brownlesa, has besn most un-
remittiog in his attendsnce on him, and in his
last moments ba reesived tlis comaolation of
religion from the Archbishop of Melhonrne
and nther clereymen.
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
