than painted names, while an artistic

result, combined with a monetary
saving, could also be assured in this

way. Accordingly, the wording was

supplied to a

specialises in beaten copper art work,

and the names of the soldiers whom

it was intended to honor in
this way &nbsp;

were hammered into the solid metal

and shown on the face in embossed
form, while a similar process was

adopted in respect to the other word-

ing, as given below.
