Mr. P J Curnow, who

for the absence ot Cr. G H A Mahood

opened the
proceedings

with a brief
speech.He saidthateversincethe
war commenced tbe enrolment of
young men from the Wirrabara district

had been most
satisfactory.

Tbosewho
remainedwereof the opinionthatin
some tangible manner they should
show their

appreciation

of the action

of thosewho had
responded

to the
callof Kingand Empireand arrange-

mentshad been made to securetheHonorRoll whichwas to be unveiled

that afternoon.

Mr. J C
Fitzgerald

saidthat while

he
regretted

the
occasion

had arisento
necessitate

the peoplegathering in the
hallto witnessthe

unveiling

of an
HonorRoll,he was convinced that
Australians

were alwayswillingto do
justiceand givehonorto thoseto
whomit was due.Any man should

be proudto go and defendhis native

country,whetherit was within the
limitsof his own land or

elsewhere

and theywere
justifiably

proudof the
men from the Wirrabara districtwho
had made the sacrifice. He was,

however,convinced that National
Serviceshould be the watchword of

the nation.The greatwar in which

theywereengagedwas a greatfire
and the moremen theygot the sooner

it wouldbe put out.Theyhad meant

to do honorto thosewho had volun-

teeredand alsoto the parentsof the
youngmen who had

enlisted.

Mrs Henry Hunt, three of whose

sonshad
volunteered,

one of whomhas
been killedin action, unveiled the
HonorRoll,whichis a finepieceof
work, designedand executedby Mrs
A E Lykke,of

Adelaide.

In unveil-

ing the RollMrs.Huntsaid;— 'I feel
proudof the honorwhichhas been
givenme to dayto do honorto our

braveboyswho havegonefromour
townand

district

to fightfor Kingand
Country.

Whenwe realisethatit is
for us and Homeand Libertythat
theyare

fighting

we feelwe mustdo

our brave boye.I have,
therefore,

great pleasurein unveiling the Roll
of Honor which willeverremindus of
them.
