TO LATE JAMES FEATHERSTONE

Mr Featherstone knew
he had these qualities, and he had re-

Major Williams, in unveiling the
tablet, which occupies a place cn the
western side of the building, =aid it
had been erected by citigens of Laun-
ceston, who were not members of the
Salvation Army, to mark the respect
they had for one who had been & brave
and valiant soldier of the corps.
