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DEATH OF THE REV. J. HORAN.

Tur Bev. Father Joseph Horan died at the Prees-
bytery, Carcoar, on Friday evening, after a long
and painful illness. The rev. gentleman was a
nephew of the late Bishop Quinn of Bathurst,
with whom he cawe to the colony about 10 years
ago. He Ouuupied the position of president of
St. Stanislaus’ College, Bathurst, for several
years. Being mostzealous and devoted, be greatly
overtaxed his strength, and he fell into consump-
tion, from which he died. Father Horan has had
charge of the Carcoar and Cowra parish for more
than tbree years, during which period bhis energy
and enthusiasm in the gincha.rge of his pastoral
duties has resulted in the indebtedness of the
churches being very materially reduced. His
death will be mourned by the whole Catholie
body, to whom his faithfulness and devotedness
to the Church had greatly endeared him., His
liberal attitude towards other demominations
earned bim universal respect. His death was
not expected as the rev, gentleman bas been in a
very precarious state of health for many months
past. His brother from Queensland and several
other relatives were summoned hastily about
two months ago, but after their arrival he rallied
again, and hopes of his recovery were entertained.
These hopes were, however, of short duration,
and on Friday he breathed hie last. The funeral
was the largest that ever took place in the dis-
trict, numbers of people having come from many
towns in the Western district. A solemn requiem
maes wnd celebrated in the chapel by Bishop
Byrne, of Bathurst, before the cortige started.
 Various priests from many parts of the diocese

took part ia the solemn rites, Most business
places were closed during the day.

In Greck and history only one pupil failed, while
two cbtained bonours in history, and vre obtuined
honours in Greek. In geography and physics all
passed, while there wasonly one failure in geome-
try and algebra. Thus the Jesuit College, Kew,
has obtained full per centage of passes in Latin,
French, English, history, geography, physics,
and almost full percentage in geowetry and
algebra.
