There was great
difficulty In getting permission from
the State War Council to hold the
carnival, but thanks to the effortas of
Mr Weaver, M.L.A., and the kindness
of Senator Mlillen, a tardy consent
was at last obtained.

Gunbar has had the honor of hav-
jng the first V.C. for New South
Wales, and it has also the credit of
having started the first fund for dis-
trict returned soldiers, having held a
moat successful carnival in May,
1916, when nearly £200 was subsacrib-
ed. That money is banked in Hay,
and the presant effort was to increa-
sa that balance.

The hall was gally decorated, and
the stalls, with their tempting dis-
play, reflected great credit on those
who had donated the gifts, and the

The president
then presentied him with a wallet
containing cheques and notes to the
value of £64, as a small ioken from
Gunbar and district of thelr apprecla-

tion and eateem, and told him that

Gunbar would take a keen interost
in his fokare welfare. Lieut. Rick-
wood, who with Sergeant Garner, ac-
companied Private Jackson, return-
ed thanks on his behalf. BSergeant
Garner, whose family has made one
of the greatest sacrifices of the war
{(four of his brothers and his fakher
being killed in hattle), made a mov-
ing and elogquent address in favor of
& vigorous prosecution of the war,
which was very warmly recelved.

Gunbar has done its bit, and few
dietricts can show & hetter record.

Mr. Donald McDonald, of Kelvin
Grove, Gunbar, who has three sona
al the front, then unvelled the roll
of honor, on which {# recorded the
names of over 50 Gunbarites. This
honor board has been: secured thro-
uch 'the effortsa of Mr. Phillips, the
teacher of the Gunbar Public School,
and was much admired.

A dance was held in the evening,
and the hall was comfortably crowd-
ed. The music and the floor were
good: the M.C. was Mr. S. Hillman,
jun.; the evening was cool; the
lardies were charming, and everything
conspired to make ‘the avening =a
fitting conclusion to a most success-
ful carnival
